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1.0 Scope
This Statement of Work (SOW) specifies the support and services required by the Separation Standards Group at the FAA Technical Center necessary to accomplish its mission.

The Separation Standards Group, allied with elements of the Flight Standards Service of the Certification and Regulation line of business and elements of the Air Traffic Organization’s Enroute and Operations Planning Program Directorates, advances changes in air traffic control system horizontal- and vertical-plane separation standards within U.S. domestic and international airspace delegated to the United States by the International Civil Aviation Organization.

Please note that tasks additional may be assigned in accordance with the Acquisition Management System (AMS) and other related guidelines as necessary.

Other programs may be added at the discretion and direction of the Contracting Officer (CO) and the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR)/Delivery Order Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (DOCOTR).

1.1 Locations
The Contractor shall perform the work activities described in this SOW on-site at the FAA Technical Center and/or offsite as required. However, some tasks may require the Contractor to travel to one or more locations to be determined in support of the work effort, at the direction of the COTR/DOCOTR:

· Prime Contractor Facilities

· FAA Headquarters

· Other locations necessary to support the this SOW

1.2 General Tasks
Specific tasks for SOW activities may include, but not be limited to the following:

· Development of Flight Standards and Air Traffic Services internal documentation 

· Development of Flight Standards and Air Traffic Services training materials

· Support in development of FAA regulatory documentation, including rulemaking packages, advisory circulars and approval processes

· Development of proposed amendments to International Civil Aviation Organization regional supplementary procedures, ICAO Doc 7030, and similar documents

· Establishment and maintenance of FAA web pages 

· Development and circulation of informational materials for airspace users 

· Conduct of specialized aviation industry surveys regarding, for example, navigation system or avionics equipage

· Establishment and Operation of Databases

· Development of mathematical and statistical models of the safety risk associated with changes in separation standards

· Conduct of benefit-cost analyses

· Support in development, deployment and use of specialized data collection systems focused on obtaining aircraft navigational performance information

· Meeting arrangements and support

· Program/Project Management Support

Additional tasks may be added at the discretion of the CO and COTR/DOCOTR.  

Specialized Labor Categories may be required to support these tasks.

2.0 Specific Tasks
2.1 Domestic Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum (D-RVSM)
The contractor shall perform the following tasks in support of the implementation of the Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum, or introduction of a 1000-ft vertical separation minimum between flight levels 290 and 410 in place of the current 2000-ft value, in U.S. sovereign and delegated airspace:

· Development of Flight Standards documentation and training materials for FAA inspectors in connection with issuance of approvals for operation in airspace where the RVSM is applied

· Development of air traffic training and informational materials in connection with D-RVSM

· Maintenance of the FAA’s D-RVSM web pages

· Development and circulation of D-RVSM informational materials for airspace users

· Arrangement and support of D-RVSM seminars and related educational meetings for airspace users

· Support for development, deployment and use of the Aircraft Geometric Height Measurement Element data collection system to monitor aircraft compliance with RVSM height-keeping performance requirements

· Maintenance of FAA-owned Global Positioning System-based Monitoring Units used to monitor aircraft compliance with RVSM height-keeping performance requirements

· Support for safety risk assessments in connection with D-RVSM

· Support for assessment of the readiness of operators for introduction of D-RVSM

· Support in monitoring operator compliance with requirements after implementation of D-RVSM

2.2 North American RVSM

The contractor shall perform the following tasks in support of the simultaneous implementation of the RVSM into the sovereign and delegated airspace of the United States, Canada and Mexico:

· Support of safety risk assessments in connection with the introduction of RVSM into the sovereign and delegated airspace of Canada and Mexico

· Support of operator readiness assessments in connection with the introduction of RVSM into the sovereign and delegated airspace of Canada and Mexico

2.3 Caribbean/South American RVSM

The contractor shall perform the following tasks in support of the simultaneous implementation of the RVSM into the sovereign and delegated airspace of the States of the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Caribbean and South American Regions:

· Support in transfer of FAA RVSM benefit-cost methodology to the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Caribbean/South American RVSM Task Force 

· Support for FAA participation in the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Caribbean/South American RVSM Task Force 

· Support of the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Caribbean/South American RVSM Task Force through meeting arrangement and administration 

2.4 Implementation Of 30-Nm Lateral And Longitudinal Separation Standards In FAA-Delegated Pacific International Airspace

The contractor shall perform the following tasks in support of the Implementation of 30-nm lateral and longitudinal separation standards based on Required Navigation Performance – 4 operator approval, controller-pilot data link communications, automatic dependent surveillance and necessary air traffic control system automation:

· Development of necessary Asia Pacific Doc 7030 material and related documentation

· Conduct of airspace operator surveys to determine extent of equipage compliant with Required Navigation Performance – 4 requirements

· Support in development of necessary Flight Standards documentation and training materials 

· Support in development of necessary air traffic documentation and training materials

· Development and circulation of airspace user informational materials 

· Development of airspace user information for FAA web site

· Development of safety risk assessment methodology to support separation change 

· Development of Conduct of data collection 

2.5 Introduction of 50-nm Lateral Separation Standard Based on Required Navigation Performance – 10 Into the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Caribbean Region

The contractor shall perform the following tasks in support of the Implementation of 50-nm Lateral Separation Standard Based on Required Navigation Performance – 10 Into the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Caribbean Region:

· Support in development of necessary Caribbean Region Doc 7030 material and related documentation

· Conduct of airspace operator surveys to determine extent of equipage compliant with Required Navigation Performance – 4 requirements

· Support in development of necessary Flight Standards documentation and training materials 

· Support in development of necessary air traffic documentation and training materials

· Development and circulation of airspace user informational materials 

· Development of airspace user information for FAA web site

· Development of safety risk assessment methodology to support separation change 

· Development of Conduct of data collection 

2.6 Support for the FAA Member of the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Separation and Airspace Safety Panel

The contractor shall perform the following tasks in support of the FAA Member of the International Civil Aviation Organization’s Separation and Airspace Safety Panel:

· Provide expert support in the area of mathematical modeling of collision risk and related safety measures

· Produce working and information papers in the general subject area of risk analysis related to separation standards for Panel meetings and working group sessions

3.0 Schedule
The period of performance of this requirement is estimated to be 5 years.  The Government will assign a maximum of 143,980 labor hours to this effort.

4.0 Deliverables

The Contractor shall provide support to the FAA in the writing and/or reviewing of FAA program documentation. All documents prepared by the Contractor shall be on the behalf of the FAA and the Contractor may not independently publish or distribute any document without prior written permission from the COTR/DOCOTR. The Contractor shall review and provide written comments on the technical accuracy and completeness of each document. No documents, reports, information, etc. may be released to the public or provided to any party other than the FAA and it’s contractors without written approval of the COTR/DOCOTR.

The Contractor shall provide status reports, progress reports, and other deliverables as required in a format proposed by Contractor and agreed to by the Government.

The following deliverables shall be provided. Some due dates may be dependent on system development contractor milestones. All references to days are in calendar days.

5.0 Travel

6.0 Contract Administration

6.1 The contractor shall submit invoices to the government as specified in Part I - Section G.4 (Invoice and Billing Instructions) of the contract award document with the original directed to ACX-32, one copy to the COTR, one copy to the DOCOTR and one copy to Administrative Contract Officer (ACO). All submitted invoices shall contain information as specified in Section G.4. Paragraph a.

6.2 The contractor shall submit a monthly progress report as defined in Part I - Section F.6 Monthly Progress Reports and Financial Summary Report of the contract award document.

6.3 Any change in subcontractor support shall be coordinated with the CO and the COTR/DOCOTR prior to implementation. 

7.0 Other Direct Costs (ODCs)

The contractor shall bill for ODCs as defined in Part I - Section G.7 Other Direct Costs.
8.0 Government Furnished Property

The contractor shall administer all government property as defined in Part I, Section H.3 Government Property Reports.

9.0 Specialized Labor Category


Flight Standards Specialist:  The candidate shall have a minimum of fifteen (15) years of direct experience in the development and application of aviation regulatory materials, with at least ten (10) years of direct involvement as an agent of changes in separation standards.  Must have demonstrated experience in development of documentation to change International Civil Aviation Organization regional supplementary materials relating to separation standards.  Must also have demonstrated experience in developing Flight Standards inspector training materials and handbook guidance.  At least five (5) years of experience must have been accumulated in a position of regulatory service leadership in bringing about separation changes.
